® Today’s homes are built of lightweight construction and filled with furniture made

of numerous synthetics. These synthetics burn hotter and faster than ever before.
Forty years ago, you had an average of 17 minutes to escape your home during a
fire. Today, that average is just 3 minutes when doors to rooms are left open. Open
doorways create flow paths for oxygen to feed the fire. Closing your door can help
to suffocate the fire and keep it contained.

In a room with an open door, temperatures can reach more than 1,000 degrees
Fahrenheit. In this same room, the Carbon Monoxide level will reach deadly levels
(more than 10,000 parts per million). Closing your door to this same room can help
keep the temperature below 100 degrees; with Carbon Monoxide levels below 100
parts per million, leaving a very survivable atmosphere for a significant amount
of time.

About half of all fire fatalities occurred in homes between 11pm-7am, while most
people are asleep. Ensuring you have a home escape plan that is practiced, coupled
with working smoke alarms will give you and your family the best chance to evacuate
safely and get to your meeting spot to await the arrival of the fire department.

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“We are at the orphanage for a week and stay there as they
have accommodations for mission teams visiting the orphan-
age,” explains Dr. Bell. “We are housed in dorm style rooms
with approximately 10 bunks beds in each room.” The mission
group members also venture out on community outreach days
to provide dental and medical services to the larger community.

“To be able to use my dental skills and expertise to help so
many children that otherwise would not receive dental care is
incredibly rewarding,” says Dr. Bell. “There are a lot of amazing
groups doing incredible work in the area, but there is also a lot
of poverty and troubling situations,” shares Dr. Bell who feels
helping educate the children on proper oral hygiene techniques
and providing restorative and extraction treatment for those that
need itis a vital first step to raising awareness of the importance
of good dental practices.

“On one of our outreach days, we visited a local community
center for seniors and their families. We set up our makeshift dental
clinicin a classroom and had a steady stream of patients all day,”
recalls Dr. Bell. “Our most memorable patient of the day was a
little girl named Marlen. She was 10 years old and accompanied
by her grandmother. She had never been to the dentist before
and really didn’t know what to expect. She was complaining of
pain in multiple teeth and her grandmother told us she’s really
been upset about it. We discovered a mouth full of rotten and
abscessed baby teeth - fortunately they were baby teeth! She was
very brave and tolerated the extractions well. While she had a few
little tears in the corners of her eyes, she was so thankful to have
the decayed and broken teeth removed. She may have been a
little sore for a few days from the extractions, but it's an amazing
feeling to know one day very soon she’ll wake up without pain.
This one experience by itself makes the whole trip worthwhile!"

To date, seven of Dr. Bell's dental practice team members
have accompanied him on the trips as dental assistants. “We have
had physicians, pediatricians, nurse practitioners, and nurses
on the trip, but anyone interested can have the opportunity to
participate. It's very much a team effort and I'm privileged to be
a part of such an amazing mission team and to be able to use
my training and skills to help make a difference."

® “T. Warsaw Williams has written himself
down an ass. He edits a hand-bill which
bears the same relation to a literary
monthly as a horse jockey does to the
Chief Justice of the United States.”

® “He had an extensive practice last winter
at the livery stables and no equine patient
ever said neigh to his treatment.”

® “No author would think of sending him a
book for review any more than she would

send it to a butchershop. Ella Wheeler
did not donate him a volume, but he has
taken his revenge on her in a slashing
criticism, and has brought to bear on her
poor book all the immense resources of
his great learning and powerful intellect.”

® “He remarks that some of her poems are
hard and some are soft. Ella might retort
that they are not softer than the cranium
of her critic.”

® “He scans the book for typographic errors,
false orthography and false grammar,
and finds them all to his infinite delight.
He notes the astounding fact that there

are two b’s in robin, after which he seems
to rest for a while — probably to sell a
customer some itch ointment.”

In fairness to Williams, not all of
Wheeler’s 2,000 poems are masterpieces.
She is often cited in anthologies of bad
poetry. But her optimistic sentiments
expressed in rhyming verse made her
universally popular, and many of her poems
are included in “best-loved” collections.

World Tuberculosis Day

ach year, we recognize World Tu-
berculosis Day on March 24. Tuber-
culosis (TB) is caused by the Myco-
bacterium tuberculosis bacteria. The
bacteria usually attack the lungs, but can also
attack any part of the body, including the kid-
ney, spine, and brain. TB bacteria are spread
through the air from one person to
another when a person with
active TB disease coughs,
speaks, or sings. People
nearby may breathe in
these bacteria and be-
come infected. Not ev-
eryone infected with TB
bacteria becomes sick.
As a result, two TB-relat-
ed conditions exist: TB dis-
ease and latent TB infection

LTBI is dormant in the body, but the bacteria
can become active if a person’s immune
system is comprised such as with cancer, or
HIV. Even though latent TB does not cause a
person to be sick, it should be treated pro-
phylactically to prevent the bacteria
from becoming active.
Although TB is prevent-
able and curable with oral
antibiotics, many people
in the United States still
suffer from this disease.
Anyone can get TBand
often times it is misdi-
agnosed because health
care professionals do not
always think of TB. The

North Shore Health Department has worked
with individuals with active TB disease and
with latent TB. The health department also
offers TB skin testing for individuals who have
requirements from their employers or schools.
Call the health department at 414-371-2980 if
you need to schedule an appointment.

The North Shore Health Department
offers adult health risk screenings, which
include cholesterol and blood pressure
checks, at both locations. Call 414-371-
